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Springdaleôs ELDT voted best of ARKTESOL 2009

The Springdale School District presented its new project, the English Language 

Development Tool (ELDT), at  the 2009 ARKTESOL Conference.  The ELDT provides 

much needed accessibility to English Language Learners at  all levels. 

 

The ELDT, voted ñBest of ARKTESOLò when presented at the conference in Little 

Rock, was developed to guide teachers in making grade level curriculum accessible to 

all students.  The English Language Development Tool, designed to be used with 

content area frameworks and the TIA, enhances productive group work in accordance 

with the gradual release of responsibility model.  It is a guide in making all phases of a 

lesson accessible to every level of English Language Learners.  This tool mirrors the 

English Language Development Assessment Interpretation guide (ELDA).   The ELDT 

has three distinct parts to assist in planning. First, each studentôs stage of English 

development is identified in all four domains of language: listening, speaking,
